Best Practices FY 2011

Municipal Traffic Safety Initiatives

The Texas Municipal Courts Education Center’s (TMCEC) grant, Municipal Traffic Safety Initiatives (MTSI) was designed to bring traffic safety to the forefront of awareness and implementation by municipal courts and to help them embrace the concept of transforming traffic safety into a local priority.

All of the goals and objectives for FY 2011 have been met or exceeded. 

Outreach: 

· An awareness campaign was accomplished through collaboration with Sherry Mathews Advocacy Marketing, one of our traffic safety program partners. A mailing that included “Regret”, the Jacqui Saburido video series that chronicled Jacqui’s life over the past decade after a drunk driver changed her and her family forever, posters in English and Spanish, and a letter from TMCEC was provided to all of the municipal judges, clerks, and municipal courts in Texas; 

· There were 48 MTSI traffic safety exhibits which exceeded our goal by 100%.

Traffic safety programs and educational conferences: 

· 1,627 judges received traffic safety education through 10 Regional Judges Seminars and the Judges Traffic Court program, a national traffic safety program for judges provided by the American Bar Association Judicial Division National Conference of Special Court Judges in partnership with TMCEC;

· 1,594 clerks received traffic safety education through 10 Regional Clerks Seminars and 439 clerks were provided traffic safety education at several local clerks programs;

· 188 municipal Bailiffs, warrant officers and marshals received traffic safety education at a statewide conference;

· 178 prosecutors received traffic safety education at a statewide conference; 

· The Municipal Traffic Safety Initiatives Conference had 181 participants that included municipal judges, clerks, city attorneys, prosecutors, and eight TxDOT staff members comprised of program managers and traffic safety specialists.

The Recorder is the periodic journal published by the Texas Municipal Courts Education Center as a critical news and information source for municipal courts in Texas. There were 53 pages of traffic safety information education published which exceeded our goal by 165%.

Nine municipal courts were identified and received Traffic Safety Awards due to their dedication and hard work in the area of traffic safety outreach and education in their communities.
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
