SB 2153 : Statewide Regulation of Booting Practices

Effective Date. September 1, 2009

to adopt rules regulating booting;

more than $1,000;

HB 2571 : Statewide Regulation of Towing Practices

Effective Date. effective September 1, 2009 and September 1, 2010
Acrack down on llegal and malicious towing;

AAmends Section 2308.002 of the Occupations Code

AClass C misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not less than $500 or more
than $1,500 unless it is shown at trial that the person knowingly or
Intentionally violated the chapter, in which caseit is a ClassB misdemeanot

Adurisdiction;
ADouble Jeopardy

AThe Texas Commission on Licensing and Regulation shall also adopt rules
for denying a license upon a guilty or no contest plea to a felony,
misdemeanor punishable by jail time, or a fine exceeding $500.
