Fiscal Report:
The under run of grant funds in FY 13 continues due to housing trends and enrollment patterns. The reasons for the “surplus” are:

· TxDOT grant approved for FY 13 and more funds reimbursed than expected in FY 12. 

· Fewer housing requests by judges & clerks due to single room fee of $50. 
· Savings from clerks’ program dropping to 12 hours.

· Fewer clerks enrolling due to 8-hour program.

· Staff raises never approved by Court. 

The single room fee of $50 generated $144,250 in FY 12. In FY 13, the single room income is $139,950 (July 7, 2013).  In addition, more judges and clerks did not request a room at all, resulting in additional savings.  So not only was income generated, but funds were saved.  As a result, at the end of the grant year, we had a surplus of a significant amount that will be carried forward to FY 13.
